Professional Bio

Angela Yurchenko, concert pianist and organist, was born in 1990 in Russia. As a
concert pianist, Angela Yurchenko has been performing since she was 14 years old,
when at her debut in New Jersey, USA , she was called “a true rising star”. Since then
she has given numerous recitals, and in 2010 has been awarded a United States
Senate Citation for her City Hall Recital. Her interpretations of Chopin have received
special acclaim, and in 2014 she has recorded a Chopin program for the Russian TV
Channel “Nika TV”

Angela Yurchenko was born in Russia in 1990, where she had received her preliminary
musical training. Since 2000 she has lived in the United States, and continued studies
at the Juilliard School of Music in New York City. David Dubal - music author, and radio
host of New York City’s classical radio station “WQXR”s program "Reflections from the
Keyboard" especially noted her "exquisite musical taste and virtuoso technique".



In 2012 Angela Yurchenko has made her Russian solo piano, organ and orchestral
debuts.Solo recital debut (March 2012) Organ debut April 2012, Orchestral debut as
soloist playing Chopin's Piano Concerto in e minor, (October 2012) Conductor A. Levin.
