Grazyna Wojtanowska - Soprano

The Polish soprano Grazyna Wojtanowska completed her musical education in concert piano in her home country before auditioning successfully for the opportunity to study voice with Galina Vishnevskaya. After continuing her studies with R. Ruskiewicz, and having developed a wide spectrum of repertoire including opera, operetta, and musical comedy, she received an invitation from Frederico Mompou to come to Barcelona, affording her the opportunity to work with this important composer and perform with Montserat Caballé.

She continued her study in Florence with Francesco Colesoni, with an emphasis on breathing technique. In Berlin she completed a private course of study with Professor Wolfgang Ziller of the Louis Bachner School, with a particular emphasis on the German repertoire. This was followed by master classes with Lucia Popp, Alfredo Kraus and Julia Varady.

The Meistersaal in Berlin became her primary artistic home, where she performed numerous song recitals and aria evenings. She has made guest appearances in Italy, Spain and Austria, and with the "Vienna Instrumental and Vocal Soloists she has toured Ireland, Japan and the USA, performing with Samuel Ramey, Nancy Gustafson and Richard Leech, among others.

During the past 10 years in Vienna, she has dedicated herself to the training of young voices, whereby sensitivity regarding the individual potential of each student is of particular importance to her, most notably in regard to breathing and vocal exercises.

Only this fundamental approach affords a sound basis for personal musical interpretation. It can be detrimental for the natural and healthy development of a young singer to study very difficult roles too early in his or her career.
